Matters Arising

Parking in Glenmoor Rd outside school

The School had surveyed the parents about the problem and had 80 responses (37%). As a result of comments it was decided to canvass opinions of nearby residents (within 200yds) about a ‘Park for a Plant’ scheme whereby residents would allow parents to use driveways at each end of the school day and take pressure off roadside parking, in return for a small gift. DH said he would arrange this through the WPRA .
Ownership of the car park adjacent to the nearby shops was unknown and it was felt that a larger number of cars could be accommodated if there were marked bays. BM 
will investigate ownership. 
A single yellow line was suggested with time restrictions at each end of the school day. BM will put this idea before the Parish Council.

Parking at Parley Cross

A survey of shopkeepers showed that 70% of those that replied supported restricted parking though this was a small figure of the total. No signs can be put on the highway (including pavements) without DCC permission: it was agreed that ‘Polite Notices’ would be put on the front walls of the shops subject to the owners’ permission (TT/AD), advising of a parking time limit.  

BM undertook to discuss the traffic management of the service road in front of the shops with DCC and WPPC. 
Vandalism

It was noted that the incidence had dropped to nil following the erection of a yellow warning sign outside Tesco. This has recently been removed to avoid familiarity. Some flower baskets have been vandalised and SW reported there has been low levels of vandalism and litter dropping around the Memorial Hall. TT and AD will monitor this. 

Agenda

Street furniture

Reducing street ‘clutter’ eg. signs, A-boards has been made a Government issue. EDDC also intend to take action on this. It was agreed that Parley Cross, Christchurch Rd and Glenmoor Rd would be ‘mapped’ and photographed to assess the extent of the problem locally (DH and DJ). 

Parking on Verges

Police deal with complaints from residents about this. This is a particular problem when an event is taking place. BM will raise the matter with the Chairman of Licensing to ensure that event organisers take parking facilities into consideration.

First School

‘Helping Hands’ had been given to the pupils to ask their opinions on what things concerned them the most. The replies showed that 1.Speeding   2.Litter   3.Antisocial behaviour outside Glenmoor Rd shops in late pm. were the top three.
